Dr. Matthew Dziennik was born and raised in Badenoch in the 
Central Highlands. After serving with the British Army he gained a 
Ph.D. in History from the University of Edinburgh. His research 
explores the military recruitment of minority groups in the eighteenth 
and nineteenth century British Army.  His latest book, �e Fatal Land: 
War, Empire, and the Highland Soldier in British America explores the 
history of Highland regiments and their service in America in the 
colonial era.  His presentation will focus on the 71st Regiment of Foot 
(Fraser’s Highlanders) who served in the Carolinas during the American 
Revolution, who were garrisoned for several months in nearby Cheraw, 
South Carolina,and for whom the 71st township in Cumberland 
County was named. He teaches British imperial and Global History at 
the United States Naval Academy in Annapolis. 

Dr. Sarah Dziennik is a native of Annapolis, Maryland who complet-
ed her PhD in Scottish History at the University of Edinburgh in 2014. 
Her research focuses on Scottish associational culture in Scotland and 
America with an emphasis on Scottish ethnic clubs (i.e. Highland 
societies, clan associations, Burns societies, and Caledonian clubs) on 
both sides of the Atlantic during the long eighteenth-century. Her 
presentation will address how these early organizations helped to de�ne 
the identity of Scots as a distinct social and ethnic group in Colonial 
America.  She is an adjunct instructor at the United States Naval 
Academy in the Department of History alongside her husband 
Matthew. 

Dr. Tiber Falzett is the inaugural Scottish Heritage USA Visiting 
Lecturer in Scottish Gaelic Studies at the University of North Carolina, 
Chapel Hill.  His presentation will explore some of the resources 
relative to Scottish Highlanders and the historical use of Scots Gaelic in 
North Carolina found in the collections of the University of North 
Carolina at Chapel Hill.  He has conducted over a decade of �eldwork 
among Scottish Gaelic speakers in Cape Breton Island, Nova Scotia and 
the Outer Hebrides of Scotland exploring the links between the 
Scottish Gaelic language, its music and its verbal art. A �uent Scottish 
Gaelic speaker as well as a singer and bagpiper, Tiber especially values 
the power of language and music to break down barriers and bring 
people together. He holds a PhD in Celtic and Scottish Studies from 
the University of Edinburgh.

Mr. Barry McCain is an independent scholar, writer and genetic 
genealogy consultant living in Oxford, Mississippi. He has a BA with 
honours from Ole Miss in history and is a Gaelic speaker. He is the 
Director of the Ulster Heritage DNA Project and several other DNA 
projects that focus on Scottish kinship groups.  His presentation will 
focus on the “Redshanks” migrations from Mid-Argyll to East Donegal 
–an often overlooked migration of people with Highland Gaelic-speak-
ing roots, many of whom migrated to America as part of the 
“Scots-Irish” or “Ulster Scot” migrations in the 18th century. Mr. 
McCain’s work as a genetic genealogy consultant for families of Irish 
and Scottish ancestry (specializing in Ulster, West Highland, Hebrides, 
and western Lowland Scotland research) is deeply relevant to those with 
both Highland and Ulster roots.

Mr. Donald McLeod is a native of Richmond County and lives in 
Southern Pines, where he is a member of Brownson Memorial 
Presbyterian Church. Having taken his degrees in pharmacy at UNC, 
he served on the pharmacy faculties of several universities and conduct-
ed clinical drug research for 20 years. Now retired, he practices 
community pharmacy part-time. He has a strong interest in 
Scottish-American history and culture and has just completed a 2-year 
term as president of the St. Andrew’s Society of North Carolina. He is 
active in the Moore Co. Historical Society and in the philanthropic 
foundation for Clan MacLeod USA.  His presentation will focus on 
the early history and anecdotes of Gaelic-speaking Presbyteri-
ans,and particularly on their ministers, in the old Highland 
settlement region.

Due to severe �ooding damage caused by Hurricane Florence, several of our campus facilities are still under repair.  Our food 
service options are limited due to the �ooding of our student center and foodservice areas.  We regret that we are unable to o�er 
the annual Scottish Heritage Awards Banquet this year.  However, symposium sessions will be taking place in a newly refur-
bished Avinger Auditorium that features a new sound system and amenities that are more conducive for these sessions.  Outside 
of some reconstruction e�orts which will be ongoing in various places on campus, this is the only impact which this disaster’s 
e�ects will have on our event.
